MEETING DESCRIPTION

Protein stability is important in numerous disciplines, ranging from basic and medical biochemistry to pharmaceutical sciences.  However, it is rare that researchers from all of the relevant areas can join together to discuss the critical issues in the field.  The 2000 Colorado Protein Stability Conference provides a unique forum for this exchange of information.  The topics to be covered include: prediction and manipulation of pathways for protein folding, aggregation and amyloidosis; pressure effects on structure and function; mechanisms for protein stabilization by additives; and effects of processing steps on protein stability.

The scientific sessions will consist of plenary lectures by leading researchers.  In addition, contributed papers will be presented during a poster session.  To foster exchange of information, the meeting will be limited to 200 registrants, and there will be ample opportunity for informal discussions. 

The meeting will begin with a reception on Wednesday evening.  The scientific sessions will start on Thursday. The poster session will be held on Friday morning.  The Conference will close with a reception on Saturday evening.
